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Resident Room Cleaning

Routine Tasks: Product Application Method

Place Caution Sign outside door

Mop floor paying special attention to baseboard, corners, edges

Clean bathroom. Place germicidal solution in commode let sit Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Spot clean walls, light switches, lights above sink, mirror Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Spot clean medicine cabinet, sink and faucets, clean shelves Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Clean grab bars, doors and door handles and frames Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Clean pipes under sinks, If low replace toilet paper and hand soap Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Clean inside commode seat and lid then inside and outside of stool Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Damp mop floor including behind Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Place caution sign outside resident room door Disinfectant Cleaner Puddle Bucket

Dry dust, then damp mop resident room floor Disinfectant Cleaner Damp Mop

Change water and proceed to the next resident room

Equipment Needed: Precautions:

Housekeeping Cart Damp Mop Toilet Paper 1. Always wear appropriate Personal Protective Equipment.

Dust Mop Synthetic/Feather Duster Appropriate PPE 2. Display wet floor signs during damp mopping until floor dries.

Lobby Broom Trash Can Liners 3. Never place hand inside of trash container; pull liner out, then tie.

Lobby Dustpan Cleaning Cloths / Wipers 4. Allow disinfectant/cleaner to dwell on surfaces for 10 minutes

Lobby Broom & Dustpan Cleaning Cloths / Wipers 5. Allow heavy duty restroom cleaners to dwell on surfaces for 10 to 15 min.

Mop Bucket & Wringer Paper Towels
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ÅIt is easier to remove 
dry soil than wet soil

ÅContain and collect
with 12 -15 feet
of walk -off matting

ÅKeep as much soil 
outside the building
as possible

ÅHandle spots, slip 
hazards and eyesores 
promptly
